The Problem
Diaper need is the struggle to provide a sufficient number of clean diapers to
ensure that each diaper user can be changed out of wet or soiled diapers as often
as necessary. An adequate supply of diapers is a basic need for all infants, as
necessary for health and well-being, as food and shelter.

Without government assistance programs to help low-income and families stricken by
poverty, with diapers, thousands of families rely on our safety net program to make ends
meet. However, basics are often overlooked and under-funded.

“74% of families receiving diapers from Miami Diaper Bank are working and still are unable
to afford an adequate supply of diapers.” - The National Diaper Bank Network “Study of
Diaper Insecurity, Health and Economic Mobility in the U.S.”
